What we learn from Mary and Martha (Luke 10:38–42)

•	 Martha served Christ through her hospitality (Luke 10:38)
•	 Mary sat at the feet of Jesus and devoted herself to His Word 

(Luke 10:39)
•	 Martha wanted Jesus to rebuke Mary for not helping with 

serving (Luke 10:40)
•	 Christ stressed that Martha’s serving distracted her from 

the best, which was getting to know and love Him more 
intimately (Luke 10:41–42)

•	 Mary expressed her love for Christ in listening to His Word 
(Luke 10:39), in her grief (John 11:32), and in her worship 
(John 12:2–3)

What we learn from Paul (Philippians 3:7–12)

•	 He counted all human accomplishments as “rubbish” when 
compared to loving Christ more deeply and knowing Him 
more intimately (Philippians 3:7–9)

•	 He always wanted to know Christ more intimately and love 
Him more deeply (Philippians 3:10–12)

What we learn from Christ (John 21:15–17)

•	 In light of his denials, Jesus wanted to know the answer to 
one question: “Do you love me?”

•	 A loving relationship with Christ must be the priority of a 
person’s heart before their service for Christ can be effective
